Afterwards, the 
selected summit attendees will break into small groups with facilitators, then come back 
and do presentations.  The summit will end with a wrap-up, summary, conclusion, and 
where work will go from there.  Everyone will have an opportunity to be part of student 
engagement.  The recommendations will go back to the Council on Student Engagement 
& Success.  Ashlee Claud needs a list of 15 AP faculty who are interested in participating 
in the summit.  Please send your recommendations to her by the end of the week.
