« CREATE A SECURE PHYSICAL LOCATION WHERE A THREAT

- IF YOU ARE OUTSIDE, SEEK COVER IN THE NEAREST
UNLOCKED BUILDING. IF BUILDINGS IN THE AREA HAVE
BEEN LOCKED, CONTINUE TO MOVE AWAY FROM THE
DANGER, SEEK COVER, MOVE TO ANOTHER BUILDING OR
LEAVE CAMPUS IF IT IS SAFE TO DO SO.

« ONCE INSIDE, FIND AN INTERIOR ROOM AND LOCK OR
BARRICADE DOORS.

« TURN OFF LIGHTS, SILENCE PHONES, DRAW BLINDS AND
MOVE AWAY FROM WINDOWS.

« AWAIT FURTHER INSTRUCTION FROM RU ALERTS OR
EMERGENCY PERSONNEL.

- DO NOT LEAVE UNTIL AN ALL-CLEAR IS RECEIVED.
