« ONCE INSIDE, STAY AWAY FROM WINDOWS, GLASS AND
UNSECURED OBJECTS THAT MAY FALL.

« RESIST THE TEMPTATION TO GO OUTSIDE AND CHECK THE
WEATHER YOURSELF.

« SEEK SHELTER IN INTERIOR ROOMS AND CORRIDORS.
AVOID LARGE, FREESTANDING EXPANSES SUCH AS
AUDITORIUMS AND GYMNASIUMS.

- DO NOT USE ELEVATORS.

« AWAIT FURTHER INSTRUCTION FROM RU ALERTS AND
EMERGENCY PERSONNEL. DO NOT LEAVE UNTIL AN ALL-
