Based on learning outcome two of 
each HIST 3xx course, the skills that students apply include the ability 
to “analyze . . . evidence.” Meeting these outcomes requires students 
to be able to analyze interactions of behaviors and beliefs. Thus, the 
Assessment Coordinator’s committee will be able to use the artifacts 
referenced above to assess how well students analyze interactions of 
behaviors and beliefs.
